Have you ever seen
“Chikumazawa  Kuruma
Ningyo” (/MR #HE ATE) ?
Never? It’s a traditional
puppet show of Chikuma-
zawa area 1in Miyoshi
Town.

Do you know why it is
called “Kuruma Ningyo”?
In this case, “kuruma’

means wheels. The man

who controls the doll sits
on a small box with three wheels. This makes his movements very smooth and easy.
Kuruma Ningyo originally started at the end of the Edo period (1854~1886). It
was introduced by the Maedas, Sakon and his wife, Tei. Tei’s father was a famous
puppeteer. Tei was also good at it. It was a good chance for Sakon to start that kind
of puppet show in Miyoshi. They established “Yoshida Miyoshiza” (& M =7 #)and
started showing puppets for their living. It was very popular in the Meiji period. But
after Tei’s death, Naniwa-bushi(dramas or movies) became more and more popular.
People forgot about Kuruma Ningyo.

There weren’t any puppet shows for about 50 years. But in 1971, the dolls were
found in the Maedas’ storehouse by chance. That was the start. Luckily, they found
almost everything they needed for the play. A lot of eager people tried to perform it
again. Finally, their dream came true. On June 18, 1972, “Chikumazawa Kuruma
Ningyo” was brought back to life again. More than 200 people watched it at that time.

Now, many young people perform it. It is played at schools, community centers

and so on. The dolls came to life again!

The First Japanese Woman Doctor

Do you know Noguchi Hideyo? Maybe, most
of you will say, “Yes”. Then, do you know the reason
why he became a doctor? It is because he got burnt
when he was a child. This painful experience made
him decide to become a doctor. But 15 years before
his birth, a woman was born in Saitama and she also
made up her mind to be a doctor. This is a story
about her.

In 1851, a baby was born in Tawarase Village
(584 )) . Now, it is called Menuma Town (G
M) , Saitama. Her name was Ogino Ginko. Her
family was very rich, so she could go to a terakoya ( a

private elementary school in the Edo Period) where

she studied hard. She was so smart that she was able to gain a lot of knowledge.
When she was 18 years old, she married the headman of Kawakami Village(J!| 41).

Everybody said, “She is so lucky! ” and celebrated her. But two years later, she was

divorced by her husband because she got ill. She had to go back to her hometown

where she suffered for a long time.

It was because there were no

women doctors in Japan at that time. She

thought, “Why aren’t there any women doctors

here in Japan? Why can’t women receive
treatment from a woman doctor? If there was
a woman doctor, I could explain myself better.”
She didn’t want other women to feel like her.

So she said to herself, “I will become a doctor!”

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Ginko was so eager to learn. She studied very hard. But no medical school
wanted her. She was intelligent enough, but only men could enter the medical schools
at that time. She asked some medical schools again and again. She never gave up.
Finally, one let her enter.

After her graduation, she applied for the examination to become a doctor. But
they rejected her because she was a woman. She tried many times. Her teachers
and friends helped her and her wish came true at last. In 1884, four women took the
examination to be a doctor but only Ginko could pass it! She became the first
Japanese woman doctor.

She started “Ogino Hospital (FK¥F[E[E) ” in 1885. It was always full of women.
She knew that so many women wanted a woman doctor. Her strong wish could make
many women happy.

Her story is an important lesson for us. If you are in trouble, please remember
her story. Ginko’s hardship gave her a dream. Your hardships may become a good
chance for you!

Shiraoka. Other crops were terribly damaged by the
flood.

Do you know how to choose good pears when you go -
to a grocery store?
