I researchéd the history of kimonos in Japan. People used to wear kimonos all the time.
But after *the Second World War, more people started wearing *Western clothes, so the number
of kimonos people bought went down. After that, some kimonos became more expensive and
many people stopped learning the right way of *putting on kimonos. But now, one report shows
that younger women are more interested in kimonos. Graph 1 shows how women who have
never *worn kimonos answered the question, “Do you want to wear kimonos?” I was surprised
to learn that women *in their 50s and older are not very interested in kimonos. Graph 2 shows
how women who have worn kimonos answered the same question. Over 70% of women in their

20s and 30s who have worn kimonos before say that they want to wear kimonos again.
